Integrating the role of digital
technologies and innovations, such as tourism information systems, digital platforms, and
data-driven decision-making for policy development, while also considering related
impacts, laws, and policies.

STM722 Planning and Developing Strategies for Sustainable Urban Tourism

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STMT24 Social and Environmental Tourism Impact Assessment
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Study of advanced theories, concepts, and analytical frameworks related to the
assessment of social and environmental impacts arising from tourism development at the local,
national, and international levels. The course emphasizes understanding the complex dynamics of
impacts on society, culture, quality of life, the environment, ecosystems, and natural resources
through relevant international impact assessment frameworks and standards. The course focuses on
practical, systemic impact assessment skills, including stakeholder analysis, the development and
application of quantitative and qualitative indicators, spatial data analysis techniques, scenario
modeling, and long-term impact forecasting. It also covers the synthesis of data to produce accurate,

credible, and academically rigorous impact assessment reports aligned with international standards.
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STM725 Multicultural Management for Community-based Tourism
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Study of the development of concepts and theories of culture in both tangible and
intangible dimensions, management of cultural diversity in tourism, communication in multicultural
societies, analysis of trends in the cultural industry for tourism and cultural transformations under
globalization, examination of cultural conflicts and dynamics in tourism contexts related to

community-based tourism management, design of research in multicultural management for

community-based tourism, critical case study analysis, research-based learning; and field studies.
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STMT26 Living Heritage Management in a Disrupted World
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Study of methods for assessing and analyzing cultural heritage sites and cultural
landscapes, including the preparation of conservation plans, site planning, and visitor management in
both urban and rural contexts. The course also focuses on strengthening community capacity in
developing local knowledge and heritage assets such as local food and festivals, as well as tools for
community participation. It further covers Heritage Impact Assessment (HIA), along with principles of
World Heritage, the process of nominating Outstanding Universal Value (OUV), management systems,
risk management, and sustainable development. Relevant local and international case studies are

included.
