Integrating the role of digital
technologies and innovations, such as tourism information systems, digital platforms, and
data-driven decision-making for policy development, while also considering related
impacts, laws, and policies. Emphasis is placed on synthesizing knowledge and developing
academic frameworks to support smart sustainable tourism management in both policy-

oriented and practical dimensions.
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STMT721 Innovative Management in Sustainable Urban Tourism
